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BIG IDEA: “What if you stopped trying to make a point and started to make a difference?”
Early Christians constantly leaned relationally in the direction of those they disagreed with most. 
Read: Acts 17:16-34 

1. What common ground can you find between you and those you disagree with the most in order that the Gospel message might be shared?
They were not dragged into debates that distract us from the primary issues! 

Read: Matthew 21:23-27

2. How can you avoid being caught up in peripheral issues in order to maintain focus on THE issue of Jesus Christ?
They didn’t judge non-Christians for behaving like non-Christians

Read: Colossians 4:5-6

3. How can you walk in wisdom and be gracious when speaking with other people, especially those with whom you disagree? 

Do we want to take this country back? That’s fine…this is how you do it! Not on Fox News or MSNBC, or through any petition or any point making or any bill boarding or proposition support. 

Put it into Action!
