WHAT IF... COC? WE LOVED LIKE JESUS LOVED... @ THE CHURCH?

JOHN 13:34-35...

“A new command | give you: Love one another. As | have loved you, so you must love one
another. By this all men will know that you are my disciples, IF you love one another.”
A NEW COMMAND I GIVE YOU
LOVE ONE ANOTHER
AS I HAVE LOVED YOU - SO YOU MUST LOVE ONE ANOTHER
WE LOVE... CONDITIONALLY
WHAT IF... COC? WE LOVED LIKE JESUS LOVED... @ THE CHURCH?
John 8:1-11...

But Jesus went to the Mount of Olives. At dawn he appeared again in the temple courts,

where all the people gathered around him, and he sat down to teach them.

The teachers of the law and the Pharisees brought in a woman caught in adultery.
They made her stand before the group...

1. THE HORROR OF SIN

...and they said to Jesus, "Teacher, this woman was caught in the act of adultery. In the Law
Moses commanded us to stone such women. Now what do you say?" They were using this
question as a trap, in order to have a basis for accusing him.
